It is with great pleasure that we announce this year’s recipients of the Jeanne Clery Campus Safety Award. Two of the
recipients, the University of Pennsylvania and the University of Bridgeport, are receiving the award because of their
effective use of cutting-edge technologies, which are now available to greatly improve campus safety. Such technologies
- sophisticated surveillance systems at UPenn and a monitored personal alarm device network at UBridgeport — have
become affordable for many schools. The positive results of utilizing such technologies are becoming clear thanks to
pioneers such as this year’s award winners. The University of
Pennsylvania achieved decreases in overall crime of more than 30%!
This is significant and should be of interest to other urban campuses
with similar concerns.

"We wanted to honor the University of Pennsylvania for its
innovative technological programs as well as its campus and community
patrols,” Howard Clery Ill said. "This award also lets the rest of the
academic world know that schools are fighting campus crime with
programs that do work."

At the University of Bridgeport (CT), a Personal Alarm Device

- criminals preying upon
students at the urban campus.
Apr” VourneliS, Director of UPenn: Judith ROdln, President, Maureen
Campus Security, provides Rush, V.P. of Public Safety
every student and employee
with a personal alarm device that, when activated, calls the campus security
department indicating their exact location. As a result campus security officers’
response time is usually under two minutes. Crime has decreased dramatically
since the system was installed according to Vournelis.

We are also honoring Kate Dieringer, a
senior at Georgetown University in Washington
D.C. for her work to bring about improvements in
how her school handles complaints of sexual
assault and other violence. Dieringer, the survivor
of a campus sexual assault the fall of her freshman
UBridgeport: April Vournelis, Dir. of year, went public with her story last year. She
Campus Security and Neil Salonen, Pres.  rallied students on campus to demand stronger

policies against campus rape and the disclosure of
more information about students found responsible for violent acts. She challenged
Georgetown’s incorrect interpretation of FERPA (Family Education Rights and Privacy Act),
which they were using as an excuse to keep important information about the results of
campus judicial proceedings from being disclosed.

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ONE FAMILY’S ORDEAL
By Jim Nottingham

We got the call that all parents dread. Our oldest son Robbie had died, somehow, on the campus of East Tennessee
State University on March 21, 2003 at about 1:15 A.M. In disbelief my wife and | drove the 20 miles to the campus
apartments to find out if it was true. We arrived and asked, "What happened?" "Head trauma" was the answer. So deep
was my shock, | felt like | was in a long, dark tunnel. | was asked, "Why would your son take his own life?" or something
to that effect. My immediate reply was, "No way!"

As | look back over the nightmarish events of that night | realize that East Tennessee State University had already
decided how Robbie met his fate, already sent the Johnson City Police Department away, already removed our son from
the scene and were in the process of washing his blood away. Furthermore, they didn’t secure his room or take
fingerprints until days later. We learned that there was security videotape, which would have recorded comings and
goings from the parking lot that night, but that it had been recorded over!

All our lives my wife and | thought that the establishment was there to
serve and protect. Our perceptions were shattered on that night in March
and in the weeks that followed. The director of the ETSU Public Safety
Department, Jack Cotrel, gets his facts mixed up from time to time and
has a poster in his office stating, "I don’t know and | don’t care”. The
President of the university, Dr. Paul Stanton, who offered to "help" us,
read a selected witness statement that suggested that our son was
possibly on drugs at the time of his death and that he thought it was a
suicide. Later we found out that our son was completely sober (no drugs
or alcohol) at the time of his death.

The attorney general of Washington County, Joe Crumley said, "If .

Does this sound like
someone who is thinking about suicide? How can | "let it die” when the roof he supposedly
jumped from was only 15 feet high? Robbie had completed parachute school! A person with
that kind of training would be very aware that the chances of dying from a 15-foot fall are very
slim! How can | "let it die" when there was no sign of a note?

| was in the room with his mother when my son was born and | closed his casket lid. As God is my witness, Robbie left
this world in some other way. We may never know the truth of how our son met his maker because of ETSU’s swiftness
in sweeping all the evidence away as quickly as possible — and conveniently calling it a suicide.

If this was your son, and this happened to you would you, "let it die"?

SOC note: This is not the first time we have seen what looks like a cover up of a student death on campus. The
handling of two cases in particular comes to mind — Joseph Bisanz at the University of Indiana in 1998 and Adam
Prentice at the University of Massachusetts in 1997. In both cases the crime scenes were sanitized before the
suspicious circumstances of the deaths could be properly investigated. When a student dies, the school should
treat it as a homicide until evidence proves otherwise. A student’s life should take precedence over preserving
the institution’s reputation.

Georgetown University’s Policy Of Silencing Campus Rape Victims Scrutinized By Feds

Georgetown University’s policy of requiring sexual assault victims to sign a confidentiality agreement before they are told
the results of disciplinary action taken against the alleged assailant, may violate the Jeanne Clery Act according to the
U.S. Department of Education (DOE). The Clery Act requires that sexual assault victims, unconditionally, be told the
results, and SOC along with a student has filed a complaint against Georgetown.
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In response to the complaint, John Loreng, a DOE official, wrote to the school in April that "a plain reading of the Federal
Regulations...does not seem to indicate that an institution may impose conditions on re-disclosure" of information by
campus rape victims, and asked for a formal response. The review is ongoing.

SOC Obtains Victory For Campus Crime Victims, U.S. Dept. of Education Will Now Allow Them To Redisclose
Campus Court Results

According to new guidance from the federal government, victims of violent crime on college campuses won’t run afoul of a
student privacy law if they publicly share the final results of disciplinary action taken against their assailants when the
school has found the accused violated institutional rules. Responding to concerns raised by SOC the U.S. Department of
Education in March clarified regulations that some schools have used to justify policies keeping victims from talking about
their cases, often subjecting the victim to disciplinary action themselves if they talk.

"Campus crime victims have an inalienable right to talk about their cases," said Howard K. Clery, Jr., co-founder of the
victim assistance organization, rebuking image-conscious schools that have abused the Family Educational Rights and
Privacy Act (FERPA) to silence victims. Most colleges handle campus crime in-house by diverting reports into student
disciplinary proceedings that are out of the public eye rather than off-campus criminal courts. They then classify the crime
as a part of the accused student's confidential “educational records."

SOC Demands $2.3 Million Fine For Egregious Clery Act Violations

Calling Salem International University’s failure to properly report 84 serious campus crimes, including 5 forcible sex
offenses, between 1997 and 1999 "egregious misconduct" Connie & Howard Clery, SOC’s co-founders, have called on
the U.S. Department of Education (DOE) to impose a record high $2.3 million fine on the school for violating the Jeanne
Clery Act. This demand comes as the DOE is planning to follow-up on a report issued in December 2001 which found that
SIU’s underreporting of campus crimes "may have resulted from the deliberate and/or willful acts of one or more university
officials."

Sigma Phi Epsilon Settles Alcohol-Related Wrongful Death Case

Sigma Phi Epsilon, the nation’s largest college fraternity with over 14,000 members in 260 campus chapters has settled
one of two wrongful death lawsuits for an amount that is believed to be several million dollars. The other suit which arose
out of the same event is still pending. The confidential settlement was reached on Tuesday, May 27, in the case of Jones
vs. The Great Iron Horse Corporation and Sigma Phi Epsilon.

TN Attorney General Says College Officials Subject To Criminal Penalties For Failing To Refer Felonies To Police
College and university officials that fail to refer information about campus felonies, and certain serious misdemeanors to
an "appropriate law enforcement officer" are themselves subject to criminal prosecution according to a Tennessee
Attorney General’s opinion issued in March. The opinion makes it clear that a 1999 amendment to the Tennessee College
and University Security Information Act requiring this naotification is subject to the same penalties for violating the law that
the original provisions are, 30 days in jail and a $50 fine.

Tennessee Governor Signs Legislation Opening More Campus Crime Records

More campus crime information will be available from Tennessee's public colleges and universities beginning this fall
under legislation developed by SOC and signed into law in May by Governor Phil Bredesen (D). Schools will now be
required to publicly release the names of any students disciplined for committing a violent crime, or sex offense.

"Suzanne’s Law" Signed By President Bush

"Suzanne’s Law" requiring police to notify the National Crime Information Center when someone between 18 and 21 is
reported missing was signed into law by President Bush as part of the national "Amber Alert" bill in April. The federal law
is named after Suzanne Lyall a State University of New York at Albany student who has been missing since 1998.
Previously police were only required to report missing persons under the age of 18.

Bryan’s Law Would Require Colleges To Report Missing Students

The "Bryan’s Law" proposal has been reintroduced as H.R. 1843 in the 108th Congress by Congressman Robert Andrews
(D-NJ). The proposal, named in memory of Bryan Nisenfeld, would require colleges and universities to notify both the
local authorities and parents when a student who is both under 21 and lives on-campus is reported missing. Nisenfeld
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disappeared from Roger Williams University on February 6, 1997. His parents were not notified that he was missing until
February 12, 1997. His parents then notified the local police. On September 3, 1997 the Rhode Island Medical Examiner
called Bryan’s family to report that a family walking on the beach on Hog Island found a boot with a foot still in it. DNA
tests confirmed that it belonged to Nisenfeld, but the circumstances of his disappearance are still unknown.

Hazing Prohibition Act of 2003 Introduced In Congress

Legislation that would strip federal financial aid from college students disciplined by their school for hazing, and require
the reporting of hazing data in annual Jeanne Clery Act crime statistics, has been introduced in Congress. The "Hazing
Prohibition Act of 2003" (H.R. 1207) was introduced on March 11th by California Congresswoman Diane Watson (D-Los
Angeles) and referred to the House Committee on Education and the Workforce.

RAD for College

If you are reading this newsletter, you're already aware of the importance of personal safety while attending
college. An excellent, but often overlooked, way for young women to prepare for college is by taking a RAD (Rape
Aggression Defense) course. Since 1989, through community programs, independent instructors, police department
offerings, and courses (sometimes even for credit) at colleges, almost 300,000 women have taken RAD.

My first experience with RAD was attending a course offered by our
local police department. At the time | was a radKIDS Instructor, a
comprehensive safety/self-defense program for children ages 5 — 11. The
little push that got me to enroll in the RAD Instructor Certification class was
when a friend asked me to teach her college-bound daughter. The mother so
wanted to give this type of education to her daughter that | realized there was
a critical need to be filled. So, | went and took the certification course and
now in addition to radKIDS, | offer a RAD class tailored to the needs of teens,
and another one that emphasizes the safety considerations of life on a college
campus.

While RAD emphasizes risk reduction in the lecture portion of the
classes, and states that 90% of self-defense is reducing risks, more than half
of the class time is spent on learning and practicing self-defense techniques
and tactics. The techniques are easy to learn, and women from the ages 11 RAD instructor Lynn Rafferty with a student
through their senior years have taken RAD.

From my experience, Risk Reduction is the key to safety. Before coming to RAD, | had studied Tae Kwon Do for
3 years. Although | felt stronger and knew some effective moves, | didn’t know much about avoiding situations. As a
RAD student, in just 12 hours | learned more about staying safe than in three years of martial arts study. The old saying
is true: Knowledge is power.

As an Instructor, | have heard many women say how empowering the RAD experience was for them, and | have
seen it on their faces. How does that happen? First, women are educated in basic confrontational principles like targeting
vulnerable areas, postures of conflict, and physiological effects of the body during a confrontation. Second, they begin to
develop a dependency on themselves, rather than looking to others to protect them. Self-reliance is essential to
empowerment. Third, women learn the importance of making their own decisions. They decide when and when not to
employ self-defense techniques, and judge whether their response is appropriate and proportionate to the severity of the
attack. The fourth, and most rewarding to witness as an Instructor, is the self-realization of physical power. By practicing
and experiencing the power of their strength in a training environment, women can then envision themselves as effective
in a confrontation. This experience dispels the myth that women can’t defend themselves against men.

Many RAD classes include a "simulation”. This is when students and RAD Instructors all wear protective gear,
simulate typical confrontation scenarios, and students take what they have learned and respond with the techniques they
feel are appropriate. It is a powerful experience for all involved. And because RAD offers a free lifetime return policy,
many classes include returning students who come back to repeat the whole course, a portion of it, or just to hone their
skills in the simulation.

Western Kentucky University
Rape/Murder: On May 4", firefight-
ers pulled 18-year-old freshman
Katie Autry from her smoldering dor-
mitory room. She had been beaten,
raped, stabbed and burned. Two
local men have been arrested by
police: Lucas B. Goodrum, 21, and
Stephen Soules, 20, both from near-
by Scottsville. According to court
papers, Soules admitted to police
that he and Goodrum sexually
assaulted Autry before they doused
her genitals with hair spray and set
her on fire. Katie Autry died three

days later in a Tennessee hospital.

Williams College

Rape: 19-year-old sophomore Mark
Foster pleaded not guilty in Berkshire
County Superior Court to charges of
raping student Maryl Gensheimer in
his dormitory room on March 15",
Gensheimer further contends that
Williams officials failed to investigate
the crime properly after she reported
the rape to the college’s health center.
Williams officials never encouraged or
assisted in calling local police, and
failed to send her to the local hospital
for a rape exam. Several days passed
before her counselor even notified the

head of campus security.

Harvard University
Reverses archaic rape rule
Harvard University ignited a firestorm
of protest last spring when its
undergraduate school scrapped its
long-standing policy of investigating
all rape charges brought by one
student against another. Instead it
imposed a requirement that the victim
provide "sufficient corroborating
evidence" before a probe could be
launched.

In a vote Tuesday, May 20, a
special faculty committee appointed to
review the policy reversed course and

agreed to replace "corroborating
evidence" with "as much information
as possible.” The members also
approved recommendations from the
student-faculty Committee to Address
Sexual Assault at Harvard for a new
office for sexual assault prevention
and the expansion of rape awareness

education.

SOC note: When Harvard instituted
this archaic sexual assault policy in
the spring of 2002 we predicted
that it would accomplish one thing:
attract attention to the widespread
problem of acquaintance rape on
college campuses across the
country.

Penn State University
Rape: Anwar Phillips, a Penn State
football player, told police he had
intercourse with a female against her
will. PSU sentenced him to a two-
semester expulsion on Dec. 12.
School athletic officials have
acknowledged that they knew about
the charges in December, but Phillips
was still allowed to play in the Capital
One Bowl on Jan. 1.
Penn State football coach Joe
Paterno defended his decision to play
Phillips. "I played him," he said at a
press conference before the Blue-
White game. "It is nobody's business
but mine."”

Phillips is currently free on
$10,000 unsecured bail for related

criminal charges.

Morehead State University

School Officials Charged: Following
the dormitory gang rape of a minor
last December, two housing officials
and a physician’s assistant were
charged February 21st with Failure to
Report Abuse of a Minor. Shannon
Colvin, Lisa Griffith and Julena Adams
were charged under a Kentucky
Statute that requires any person who
is aware that a child is "dependent,

neglected, or abused" to immediately
file a report with local law enforcement

officials.

Rapist Sentenced: On the campus
of Hofstra University, many students are
expressing dismay after hearing that a
former football player will only serve
45 days in prison after pleading guilty
to raping a female student. Twenty-
year-old Peter Martocci of Sayville is
headed to jail after admitting that he
raped a female student on the athletic
field at Hofstra last October. Many
students feel that the sentence is too
light.

VIBES, a crime victims
counseling organization in Suffolk,
also says that the sentence is too
lenient, and that it sends the wrong
message. VIBES says that Martocci
was facing up to four years in jail, and
the 45-day sentence tells young men
on campus that such crimes aren’t

taken seriously.

Felony Murder & Arson: Two
students were charged on June 11
for the Jan. 19, 2000 Boland Hall
dormitory fire which killed three
students and injured more than 50
other students. Former Seton Hall
freshmen Sean Ryan and Joseph
Lepore were indicted in Essex County
for Murder and Arson related to the
dormitory blaze which prosecutors
assert that the two students started by
lighting a paper wall banner which
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quickly spread to lounge furniture and
throughout the building. Prosecutors
also charged Lepore’s father, mother,
and sister with conspiracy and

hindering the prosecution of a crime.

Fire deaths: A suspicious fire broke
out in a three-story house at about 4
a.m. on April 13th as a student’s 21
birthday party was breaking up. Five
students died in the blaze and three
others were injured. According to
Battalion Chief Futz from the
Columbus Division of Fire, this was
arson. The fire was started on the

front porch.

Drug Arrests - College President:
David England, President of DMCC,
was arrested at his suburban home
after police seized 2.5 pounds of
marijuana parceled into small bags,
growing lights and marijuana
seedlings. England was charged with
conspiracy to manufacture and deliver
marijuana, possession of drug
paraphernalia and a tax stamp
violation. England’s wife, teenage son
and 22-year-old daughter were also
arrested on drug related charges.

Drug Arrests: Three university
students were arrested and jailed at
the Northampton County Prison after
undercover officers bought nearly
$3,000 of marijuana - twice at the Phi
Sigma Kappa fraternity house - during
their investigation. University seniors
Stephen Dominguez and Daniel
Brosk, and junior Michael German, all
belonging to the Phi Sigma Kappa
fraternity, face illegal drug possession
and distribution charges. The
undercover operation, which lasted a

few months, involved both the Lehigh
University Police and the Bethlehem
Police.

In a campus-wide letter
issued March 4", Vice Provost for
Student Affairs John Smeaton wrote
that the arrests mark the elimination of
"a significant source of illegal drugs to
the campus community.” Smeaton
also wrote "those who chose to sell or
distribute illegal drugs will be
separated from Lehigh and face
serious criminal charges.” The three

are out on bail awaiting trial.

Drug Arrests: An anonymous tip to
Bethlehem police resulted in the
arrest of two Moravian College
students and a 32-year-old Hanover
Township man. Police arrested David
Messina, 22, and Vincent Vasile, 32,
after they found 10 pounds of
marijuana in the car. Police later
searched Messina's home and
arrested his fiancé, Rachel Martz, 20,
and seized another half-pound of
marijuana, numerous cocaine,
Dilaudid, Valium, OxyContin and
Ecstasy pills. Vasile and Messina
were charged with possession of
marijuana and possession with

intent to deliver marijuana.

Vasile was released on $100,000 bail.
Messina and Martz - students at
Moravian College - were also
arraigned on six counts of possession
of a controlled substance, possession
with intent to deliver, possession of

drug paraphernalia and conspiracy.

One of Cassidy’s
roommates told reporters that the
victim had been dealing drugs, which
he believed to be the motive for the

Attempted Murder-Suicide: Two
students were involved in an
attempted murder-suicide at a
university garage on April 25™.

Prosecutors
described how Mertz first tried to use
a credit card to open a door at the
Eastern lllinois University student’s
apartment, and then resorted to
cutting a window screen to get inside.

Wrongful Death Lawsuit: The
parents of Julie Carpenter have filed a
wrongful death civil suit against MIT,
citing the institution’s failure to protect
their daughter from another student
who had been stalking her.

stalked by freshman Charvak Karpe;
both resided on campus in Random
Hall.

The suit claims that Karpe
became infatuated with Carpenter,
broke into her room and copied a
video of Carpenter having sex with
her boyfriend; installed keystroke
monitoring software on her computer;
e-mailed Carpenter until she changed
her address; slept in the corridor
outside of Carpenter’s dorm room;
and had to be physically separated
from her by a resident advisor on one
occasion.

In February 2001, Carpenter
filed a complaint against Karpe for
harassment, invasion of privacy, and
improper conduct. Karpe did not
dispute the charges and MIT’s
Judiciary Committee allowed him to
remain in Random Hall provided he
stay away from Carpenter.

Carpenter was upset by MIT’s
decision, especially the school’s
failure to remove Karpe from Random
Hall, commenting to her boyfriend that
she wanted to slit her wrists. Friends
alerted MIT that Carpenter had
become suicidal. MIT dean Robert
Randal met with Carpenter and
assured her that Karpe would be
removed from Random Hall
immediately, and referred Carpenter
to a substance abuse counselor.

Carpenter filed another
complaint against Karpe in March. By
April, Carpenter learned that Karpe
would be allowed to move back into
Random Hall the next semester if he
met certain conditions. That day,
Carpenter ordered cyanide on the
Internet and committed suicide the
following day, April 30"

Student Death: Lockerbie Scholar
Andrew McClune fell to his death on
December 12" from the seventh-floor
of Sadler Hall. Several friends
reported that they had been drinking



in the residence hall and that McClune
became progressively incoherent.
Officials are not sure whether
McClune accidentally fell or jumped to

his death.

Norwich University

Liquor Law Violation: 21-year-old
Cadet Matthew Chittick was charged
with providing alcohol to underage
students at one of the nation’s oldest
military colleges. Chittick was charged
in relation to the death of freshman
Brendan McDonald who fell to his
death from a fourth-story dormitory
window after partying with 15 or 20
other college students. The maximum
penalty for giving alcohol to a minor in

Massachusetts is two years in jail.

Fairmont State College

Alcohol Death: A 20-year-old student
was found dead in her car a day after
a Monday night party. Fairmont Police
had not determined the student’s
cause of death, but believed she died
of exposure. Friends said that she had
left the party at approximately 11:30
pm and that they "checked on her"
immediately after the party, but
blowing snow had covered the car’s
windows. Officials have not released

the deceased’s identity.
