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Summary of New Campus Security Related
Laws Enacted During the 105th Congress

Campus Crime Statistics

1. Manslaughter & arson are added to
the categories schools are required
to disclose.

2. Campus disciplinary referrals for
alcohol, drug & weapons violations
must be disclosed.

3. Thereporting of“hate crimes”is
expanded. Crimes are to be reported
by “category of prejudice.”

4. The DOE is required to gather all
disclosures made for an annual
compilation that will be made
available to the public.

5. The definition of campus will be
expanded to require the disclosure
of crime statistics for campus food
courts operated by contractors,
streets & sidewalks running through
and near the campus, and certain
off-campus facilities.

6. Statistics will be disclosed in four
categories:

a. oncampus

b. non campus (i.e., fraternity &
sorority houses, remote facilities)

¢. public property

d. residential facilities for students
(i.e., residence halls, apartments)

Open Campus Police Log

1. Schools will be required to maintain a
public police log of all reported crimes.

2. Must be made public within 2 business
days.

3. There will be certain exceptions to
protect ongoing investigations and
victims of sensitive crimes.

General Provisions

1. The campus security section of the
federal Higher Education Act is formally
named in memory of Jeanne Clery.

2. There isareferral to the section of the
law which provides for a $25,000 civil
penalty for institutions in violation of
the reporting requirements.

Student Disciplinary Records

1. The Federal Family Educational Rights
and Privacy Act (FERPA) exception
which allows victims of crimes of
violence to be informed of the

outcome of student disciplinary
hearings is expanded to include
survivors of nonforcible sex offenses.

2. FERPA no longer prohibits the disclo-
sure of the “final results” of disciplinary
proceedings involving crimes of
violence or nonforcible sex offenses.
The only name that can be disclosed
without written consent is that of a
student found to have committed a
disciplinary violation and there is no
affirmative obligation that this
information be released.

3. Schools will be able to release to
parents of students who are under the
age of 21 information about alcohol or
drug related disciplinary violations.

Drug Convictions

1. Students convicted of various drug
offenses will lose their student aid
eligibility for specified periods of time
depending upon whether the convic-
tion was for use or sale and by how
many times they have been convicted.

2. Students may resume eligibility upon
completion of a D.O.E. approved
rehabilitation program.

Violence Against Women

1. $10,000,000 in grant funding to be
administered by the U.S. Dept. of
Justice is authorized for campuses in
fiscal year 1999. Unspecified amounts
are authorized for the following four
fiscal years.

2. $1,000,000 is authorized to conduct a
study on how colleges respond to
complaints of sexual assault. It will be
conducted by the Departments of
Justice and Education. A report is
required by September 1, 2000.

Binge Drinking

1. Congress’s resolution calls on
colleges to take steps to reduce
binge drinking.

2. Grants are authorized in the sum of
$5,000,000 for fiscal year 1999 and
for an unspecified amount for the
following four fiscal years.

3. National Recognition grants for '99
fiscal year only are authorized up to
$750,000 for schools with successful
programs.

Congress Reforms Campus Crime Reporting
Names Law In Memory of Jeanne Clery

n October 7th of last year, Presi-

dent Bill Clinton signed into law a

higher education bill (H.R. 6)
containing extensive campus security
related provisions (see above). The new law
will expand the disclosure of campus crime
statistics and require many colleges and
universities to keep a public crime log for
the first time. Many of these provisions are
based on the “Accuracy in Campus Crime
Reporting Act” (ACCRA) which was intro-
duced in 1997 by Congressmen John J. Duncan,
Jr.(R-TN) and Charles Schumer (D-NY) with
strong bi-partisan support.

“l'am very glad that H.R. 6 includes the
provisions from my campus crime bill.1
believe that these provisions will go a long
way to inform students, their families,and
college staffs of the dangers that lurk on
our college campuses”said Congressman
Duncan.“Ultimately, this awareness will
make our campuses much safer places and
allow students to study without fearing for
their lives.”

Under the new law manslaughter and
arson are added to the categories of crime
that schools must report. Disciplinary
referrals for alcohol, drug and weapons
violations must also be included in statistics
now. Previously schools had only been
required to report arrests for these viola-
tions which significantly understated these
types of crimes especially alcohol offenses.

Every institution which maintains a police
or security department will now be
required to maintain a public log of all

crimes reported to that department.
Incidents must be included in the log
within two business days of when the
incident is reported. For the first time
colleges and universities will have to
submit their crime statistics to the U.S.
Department of Education for inclusion in
an annual report that will be made
available to the public.

The new law also includes provisions
sponsored by Senator Arlen Specter (R-PA)
requiring schools to disclose statistics for
crimes that occur on sidewalks, streets and
other public areas on or adjacent to their
campuses. Specter also included a provi-
sion which will require schools to be
subject to a $25,000 fine for failure to
disclose accurate crime statistics.

These amendments mark the first major
revisions of the Student Right-To-Know and
Campus Security Act of 1990. Howard and
Connie Clery, Security On Campus, Inc.'s co-
founders, led the effort to pass that law
after their daughter Jeanne was murdered

at Lehigh University in 1986. Senator
Specter included language in the amend-
ments to formally rename this law the
Jeanne Clery Disclosure of Campus

Security Policy and Campus Crime
Statistics Act.

Connie Clery said the new law is“a living
memorial to our beautiful daughter and
the thousands of other victims of campus
crime.This will save many lives.”

These reforms come after years of charges
that colleges were exploiting loopholes in
reporting laws to underreport campus
crimes and protect their images. The
members of S.0.C. joined with other
victims' rights groups, media organizations
led by the Society of Professional Journal-
ists (S.PJ.),and law enforcement groups to
demand that Congress make schools be
honest and open about their campus crime.

Also, schools will no longer be able to use
federal confidentiality laws to hide violent
criminal behavior in secret campus courts.
“Until now, it has been the norm for
university officials throughout America to
hide the deeds of campus criminals in
academic records to avoid adverse
publicity,” said Congressman Mark Foley
(R-FL) who sponsored an amendment to
eliminate this deceptive practice.“What's
most disturbing is that they have been able
to do so with help from the federal
government.”

Provisions which had been in the original
ACCRA bill to require open campus courts
were, however, not included.“We have a
long way to go, especially in getting
colleges to recognize the Sixth Amend-
ment by opening up their campus courts to

press and public, but the amendable
language and framework are now in place,”
said William M. Lawbaugh, chairman of
S.PJ’s Campus Courts Task Force.

Other provisions will suspend aid to
students convicted of drug crimes, and
create programs to address binge drinking

and violence against women on campus.
The requirements, part of a five year
reauthorization of federal higher education
laws, will apply to all schools, both public
and private, that participate in federal
studentaid programs.

“These changes will significantly improve
campus safety across the country”said S.
Daniel Carter the Vice President of S.0.C.
and one of the leading architects of the
new legislation.“Students have been
deliberately left in the dark and couldn’t
make informed decisions about how to
avoid and prevent campus crime.”

“Also left in the dark are the Boards of
Trustees and certain administrators. This
public information available to trustees,
alumni, faculty and parents will force
administrators to provide adequate assets
to reduce all types of crime, especially
student-on-student crime,”added Carter.

Heather Strober,a student at San Diego State
and Joshua Davis, a UCLA student were seriously
injured after falling four stories from the balcony
of a Westwood apartment building, UCLA police
said that alcohol may have been a factor.

Stanford University student Michael Howard,
21, fell from the balcony of his Phi Delta Theta
fraternity house during a party that had alcohol.
The fraternity was on probation for alcohol-related
problems and has been banned from the campus.

Adriene Allen, 20, a student at Ferris State
University (M) died after falling out the window
of her third floor apartment. Allen had previously
been drinking in her apartment with friends.

Rosmamond L.L. Huntoon, a 19-year old Colby
College (ME) sophomore fell from a third floor
dormitory, She was drinking earlier that evening.
Ryan M. Hambleton a senior at the college has
been charged with furnishing alcohol to a minor.
Huntoon has been unconscious and remains
hospitalized with head injuries.

Doctors found heroin and cocaine in the body of
Christina Leslie, a senior majoring in English at
Michigan State University. Leslie was a
representative to the student government.

Indiana University sophomore Joseph A Bisanz,
19, died after he was found in unconscious in his
room at the Phi Kappa Alpha fraternity after a
party. Coroners determined he choked on his
own vomit from excessive drinking.

Richard Montero Hewer, 24, who struggled with
alcoholism for years died of acute alcohol
poisoning after attending a party hosted by
Delta Zeta sorority near the Ferris State
University (M) campus.

(The Detroit News 12/15/98)

An autopsy determined the March 31 death of
Jennifer Kairis, a 19-year old Rollins College (FL)
sophomore was from a mixture of alcohol and
prescription drugs. She died after attending a
campus fraternity party.

(The Orlando Sentinel 10/22/98)

Ohio University junior, Eric R. Lind, 22 was
hospitalized for a head injury as a result of a fall
from a porch Athens police said alcohol may
have been a factor.

(The Columbus Dispatch 9/8/98)

The body of Keith Noble,Jr, a 19-year old student
at Ohio University was pulled from the Hocking
River near the campus on May 6. Noble was
reported missing since April 25. An autopsy
showed his blood alcohol level was twice the
legal limit for intoxication.

(The Columbus Dispatch 9/8/98)

Ten people were charged with misdemeanor
alcohol violations in connection with a party
where University of Michigan freshman
Courtney Cantor was drinking before she fell to
her death Oct. 16 from her dormitory window.
Cantor also had traces of GHB, a date rape drug
in her system. Her blood alcohol level showed
she was not intoxicated. Her father believes the
discovery of GHB answers many questions about
her behavior that night. GHB is often slipped into
a person’s drink and renders the victim helpless
and produces amnesia.

A Western Maryland College sophomore was
treated for alcohol poisoning in November after
she drank more than 20 shots of bourbon ina
competitive drinking bout. The incident occurred
in an unauthorized, unsupervised party in a
fraternity clubroom on campus.

Travis Wade Tucker, 20,a Lambda Chi Alpha
fraternity member at Florida Southern College
told police he was drunk when he decapitated a
swan at Lake Morton. Tucker was charged with
cruelty to animals and grand theft and released
on $2,000 bail. Tucker was suspended from the
school

Creighton University (NE) students who were
involved in a beer bash on October 31 at a
Council Bluffs bar have been dealt with by school
officials, but the punishment remains secret.
Police were called to the bar when one of the
partygoers fell from a second story window. She
suffered broken arms.

A judge has set a July 19 trial date for former
University of Kentucky football player Jason
Watts, 21, who is charged in the death of two of
his friends, teammate Artie Steinmetz 19 and
Eastern Kentucky University student Scott
Brock, 21,in a Nov. 15 traffic accident. Watts is
charged with two counts of manslaughter and
one count of wanton endangerment. All three
were drunk at the time of the accident.

An 18-year old student at Buffalo State College
(NY) was rushed to the hospital in December
after she overdosed on alcohol and was found
passed out in a bathroom at a residence hall. A

fake ID was used to obtain alcohol. More than 90
percent of the students surveyed said it is easy
for people under 21 to obtain alcoholic
beverages in Buffalo.

Heavy drinking led to a knife fight in a dormitory
room at the University of Maryland, Baltimore
County. The stabbing altercation left two
students hospitalized. UMBC said their policy has
been to take action whenever there is underage
drinking or inappropriate use of alcohol

(The Baltimore Sun 12/8/98)

Michigan Attorney General Frank Kelley filed an
administrative complaint against Rick’s American
Cafe, in East Lansing where Bradley McCue drank
for 90 minutes before dying of alcohol poisoning.
McCue a Michigan State University student
drank 24 shots of liquor at his 21st birthday
celebration.

(Chicago Tribune 12/4/98)

Jason Greco, a Rutgers (NJ) student drank too
much at the Old Queen Tavern in October. He
walked backed to his fraternity house , fell down
the basement stairs,and lapsed into a coma. He
died three days later. The tavern that served him
did a thriving business with cut-price trade with
students.

(Higher Education News Center 11/18/98)

Nicholas George Armstrong, 21, a student at
Southwest Texas State University died as result
of injuries he sustained from a beating at a Tau
Kappa Epsilon fraternity party. Four men who are
sought for questioning were asked to leave the
party after a disturbance earlier. School officials
suspended 12 fraternities after finding evidence
of “excessive and inappropriate” use of alcohol at
weekend parties. Dean of Students John Garrison
assessed that although Armstrong didn't die of
alcohol poisoning “it was in that whole environ-
ment.” Over the weekend another fraternity
came under scrutiny as a pledge for Kappa
Sigma was rushed to the hospital for alcohol
poisoning. He was released later.

Texas A&M freshman Barry Joseph Vail Il, 19 , was
heavily intoxicated when he fell to his death. Vail
died after falling three stories in the stairwell of a
parking garage. His blood alcohol level was twice
the legal limit. The Texas Alcoholic Beverage
Commission is trying to locate where the party
was held in College Station.

(The Battalion 2/2/99)

An underage Simmons College student was
treated for alcohol poisoning after attending a
party in an MIT dormitory in October. She was
treated at Massachusetts General Hospital and
released. The party took place at Baker House.
The incident comes a year after the death of

Scott Krueger, 18,an MIT freshman from Orchard
Park, NY after he drank during a pledge party in
an MIT fraternity house.

Clay Holder, 21, Mississippi State student and
Sigma Chi fraternity member was arrested when
a drug task force seized the largest amount of
cocaine at one time in Oktibbeha County.
Officers stopped Holder’s car and seized 5
ounces of cocaine along with rohypnol and
marijuana. The seizure occurred within 1,500 feet
of St. Joseph’s Catholic Church which automati-
cally doubles the maximum penalty. Holder
could get up to 30 years in jail

Undercover New Jersey State Troopers were
unexpected guests at an off-campus beer bash
hosted by the Tau Phi Beta fraternity at
Montclair State University. The undercover
operation was part of a statewide crackdown on
drinking by underage college students. Nine
fraternity members were charged with selling
alcohol without a license and selling alcohol to
minors — offenses punishable up to 18 months
in prison and $1,000 fines.

Cornell University (NY) freshman David
Wasdyke fell off the Fall Creek gorge and died.
His alcohol blood level was over the legal limit
for intoxication Earlier he arrived at an Alpha
Delta Phi after hours fraternity party already
intoxicated. Fraternity brothers said he was not
served alcohol and was kicked out of the party
for disorderly conduct.

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Media attention to the problems of
alcohol and crime on college campuses
has provided a growing source of
reference. This is not to say that all
incidents make the papers. Unless an
arrest is made, the coroner is involved or
the case goes to trial, there are ways for
colleges to avoid reporting crime. In 1997,
Security on Campus Inc.found that 35
students lost their lives at college.

In 1998, 119 died (five of natural
causes), according to news accounts.

Mortality
Statistics

The district attorney in Oxford, MI says he will not
prosecute the two members of Sigma Chi fraternity
at the University of Mississippi fraternity for
harassing Dudley Rook Moore, IV, a pledge who
later hung himself. Moore, 18,a freshman, hung
himself October 20 in his dorm room following a
hazing-related phone call. The matter is to be
handled by the school's judicial affairs office.

Emily Hays, 26,an art student at Idaho State
University was stabbed to death at her residence,
three blocks from the campus. George Tsebelis,a
houseguest was being held without bail for her
murder.

Wilodzimierz Dedecjus, a graduate student at
Wayne state University (MI) confessed to
shooting his doctoral adviser, Andrezej Olbrot with
arifle because he was frustrated with his poor
academic performance.

Neil Vernon Davis, a lifelong education student in
undergraduate studies at North Carolina State
University died after a shooting in his home. Three
North Carolina State football players and two
members of the wrestling team and a former
member of the wrestling team have been charged
with his murder.

Suzanne Jovin,a Yale University senior was
stabbed to death in an upscale section of the city a
few miles from the campus in December. Earlier
that evening she assisted at a party for develop-
mentally disabled adults. It is unknown how she
got to the location. Police report there is“a pool of
suspects”

Carly Martinez, 18,a freshman at New Mexico
State University was found dead on a remote
mesa west of Las Cruces,NM in March. She had
been missing since January 1998.Jesse Avalos and
Jason Desnoyer are being held as suspects in
connection with her disappearance and death.
Martinez was last seen drinking with both men ata
bar the night she disappeared

James E.Walker, a student at the University of
South Florida was found murdered in May. He was
found with a bag tied over his head and his hands
tied behind his back. Published reports indicate
Walker lived a double life that may have led to
trouble.

Kenneth Ishida, 20,a student at University of
California-Berkley was found dead of multiple
gunshot wounds in a Vallejo alley in July. Ishida was
abducted from the underground parking garage of
his apartment. Dante Love, 23 and Natalee Brown,
19 were arrested as suspects using Ishida’s ATM &
credit card.

College Student Deaths

In 1998, deaths of college students break
down as follows:

13 died of alcohol poisoning.

10 died in alcohol-related traffic
accidents.

2 died of a combination of alcohol and
drugs.

3 died of drug overdoses.

9 died in falls, most of which involved
alcohol and or drugs.

2 were struck by trains (alcohol may
have played a part).

Ernest Seri, 31,a PhD. student in French at the
University of lllinois died after being beaten by
two bouncers at a local bar. The bouncers Robert
Kurkacek, 31 and Rubin Navarette, 27 are listed as
employees of Assembly Hall in the University of
Illinois’ phone directory. Police are still specula-
ting who threw the first punch. There is no word
as to whether or not the University will take
disciplinary action on Navarette or Jurkacek. The
interaction between the doormen and bar
patrons has been a concern of the liquor
commission for several years.

Josie Myrt Salois, 22, a freshman at University of
Montana’s College of Technology died in
October as result of broken blood vessels to her
head. Her boyfriend, Lawrence M. LaPlant 26, with
whom she resided in the university's student
housing, was held in Missoula County Jail on
$30,000 bond. He was charged with mitigated
deliberate homicide. Earlier in the evening the
couple was drinking with friends at local bars.

Larry Ray Swearingen 27 was indicted for the
murder of Melissa Trotter,19, a student at
Montgomery College (TX) It is believed
Swearingen abducted Trotter after talking with
her in the college library on Dec. 8,1998. Her
body was found in the Sam Houston national
Forest in January. Swearingen has a history of
thefts and assaults. He is being held in lieu of
$500,000 bail.

Joonkyoo Yoo, 32,a graduate student pursuing a
doctorate in computer sciences at the Univer-
sity of Illinois was found dead at home of
apparent suicide. Gui Agha, associate professor of
computer science, said Yoo was a student who
performed well.

Irima Lisitski, 29, University of California-Berkley
research assistant, was found hung in her
university-owned housing complex. Police are
calling the incident an apparent suicide. Lisitski,
post doctoral researcher in the Molecular and Cell
Biology Department, was originally from Russia.

(Daily California 10/27/98)

Nabeel Darwish, an 18-year old freshman student
from Suburban Chicago at the University of
Chicago died after an apparent suicide attempt.
Darwish jumped from his fourth floor window
into the college courtyard. He died the following
day due to injuries he sustained and salicylate
intoxication. Salicylate is the main ingredient in
over-the-counter aspirin.
